LdV is also honored to announce that our own Aidan Fong will also be joining Mr. Swan on tis
March 2015 expedition. Aidan was so inspired by Mr. Swan's book, 2041 that he sought out as much information as he could about the notable
explorer and environmentalist. He watched Mr. Swan's TED talks, and visited his 2041 website. 1t was on Mr. Swan's website where he learned that
he too, could apply to join the expedition. With the help of his parents, Aidan completed the application, inferviewed with Mr. Swan and has been
formally accepted as an Antarctic Youth Ambassador.
